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What to do if you are worried about a child ....

Member of staff has concerns about a child's welfare

Where a young person discloses abuse or neglect, they ( and the alleged abuser)
SHOULD NOT be questioned further, but a record made of what has been said
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Discuss concerns with Designated Safeguarding Lead
